On April 6, Hearthstone high school students Julian 
Bauchspies, Sierra Fleming, John Casper and Josh 
Casper all departed on a service trip to New Orleans, 
Louisiana with teachers Aron Weisgerber and 
Elizabeth Shaw, and school director Jane Mullan with 
husband, Kevin Weisgerber.  The group’s travel 
expenses were partially paid for by a grant from the 
Association of Waldorf Schools of North America.  
The students were awarded the grant due to their 
willingness to help in the rebuilding efforts in New 
Orleans.  The students raised money for the New 
Orleans service trip through beeswax candle sales 
(made by Sierra), bake sales (through the culinary arts 
class), serving food at the Open Mic at Hearthstone in 
March, and by donations from families and friends of 
Hearthstone School.  The city is still in healing from 
Katrina, the hurricane that devastated the area six 
years ago.   

 
The Hearthstone group’s rebuilding efforts included 
working with the St. Bernard Project, located in the 
St. Bernard Parish, an area that was under water for 
six weeks after the levees broke.  While working there 
the students planted trees to help re-establish 
important eco-systems that were washed away in the 
flood waters.  The students spackled and painted 
walls, did trim work, caulked, did frame work, and 
installed doors and windows in the homes of two 
women who have been out of their homes for six 
years.  They were both examples of people in the 
parish who had cancelled their flood insurance one 
year prior to the levees breaking.  FEMA changed the 
guidelines for residents in the St. Bernard Parish in 
2004; the government no longer mandated that all 
residences of the parish must have flood insurance. 
Since the parish was a generally low-income 
neighborhood many residents cancelled their 
insurance to put food on the table.

While in New Orleans the students also helped rebuild 
the Waldorf School of New Orleans in their new 
location, on higher ground in the Irish Channel 
District.  The group had the opportunity to experience 
real Cajun culture by attending a shrimp and crawfish 
boil, attending the French Quarter Music Festival, and 
taking a swamp tour in Slidell, Louisiana.   
 

The final day in New Orleans was spent touring the 

waterways, marshes, bayous, diversions and levees, 

with a cooperative extension agent from Louisiana 
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State University.  On our tour we learned how 

important the wetlands of Louisiana are to hurricane 

protection for New Orleans, and how important those 

wetlands are to the entire country. We learned that the 

swamps and marshes of coastal Louisiana are among 

the nation's most fragile and valuable wetlands, vital 

not only to recreational and agricultural interests but 

also the state's more than $1 billion per year seafood 

industry. Human activities as well as natural processes 

cause the staggering annual losses of wetlands in 

Louisiana.  It is estimated, by Louisiana State 

University, that Louisiana loses its wetlands at the rate 

of one football field every 38 minutes. 

The extension agent also showed us where the levees 
broke in the Lower 9th Ward and told us stories of 
how fast the water rose and what the people in the 
neighborhood heard and felt when the destruction 
began.  The Lower 9th Ward was the most heavily 
devastated area of New Orleans once the floodwaters 
began to rise.  The “X”s still spray-painted on the 
outside of many of the houses that were not washed 
away in the flood served as a constant reminder of the 
devastation that Katrina and her aftermath caused.  
The “X”s were spray-painted by search and rescue 
groups to indicate when they checked a house, how 
many people were found inside each house alive or 
dead, and which rescue group checked each house.

“You could really feel the unity and the love the 
people of New Orleans developed since the 
catastrophic flooding and hurricane in 2005.  It is 
evident in the way the locals greet each other, the 
songs they sing, and the way they remember those 
who were lost in the storm’s aftermath,” reflects 
Hearthstone teacher Elizabeth Shaw.

On May 13th, 2011, Hearthstone School grades 4 
through 12 went on a canoe trip with the Chesapeake 
Bay Foundation on the Shenandoah River with CBF 
tour guides. The purpose of the trip was to understand 
how the Shenandoah River affects the Chesapeake 
Bay, a national treasure.  While on the river we 
conducted various tests on the river water to see how 
clean it was. For the tests, we all split into separate 
groups to test for the temperature, PH levels, carbon 
dioxide, ammonia, and nitrate levels in the river. We 
discovered that on that particular day the Shenandoah 
River was measuring at stable levels in all tests.  
Although these levels can vary depending on the 
season, amount of storm water runoff, and pollutants 
used in the area, we concluded that the Shenandoah 
River was safe for swimming and wildlife.  Further 
downriver we took a detour off the Shenandoah onto 
Hawksbill Creek where we split into groups to 
discover what types of creatures live in rivers in our 
area. For viewing small organisms under the rocks in 
the river, we used fishing nets set on the ground and 
lifted some rocks to stir up various organisms that we 
caught and examined in the nets; we then released the 
organisms after we identified them.  We saw two Bald 
Eagles and a great amount of turtles during the float. 
The trip was quite an adventure, as we narrowly 
avoided thunderstorms, but a half hour into the float 
the skies were blue and the sun was shining.  When 
we concluded our canoe trip we all took a swim in the 
river.  What a great way to end an exciting educational 
adventure!

On May 14th Leif Kvarnes, Noah Waller, and Liam 
Bauchspies departed from Hearthstone School for a 
trip to the White House with teacher, Liz Shaw, and 
her husband, Dave Shaw.  It took about two hours to 
reach Washington, D.C. where we found a parking 
space in front of the Capitol Building.  From there we 
walked to the metro that took us to Federal Square. 
When we arrived at the White House we were asked 
our names, then we were permitted entry into the East 
Wing of the White House where we saw pictures of 
former presidents, their families, and various artifacts 
and gifts the White House has received over the years.  
  
In the East Colonnade we saw many photos, paintings, 
and sculptures. We also saw a giant bust of former 
president Abraham Lincoln, and portraits of other 
former presidents.  We then headed into a hallway 
where we were able to look into the Vermeil Room 
which was full of portraits of First Ladies, and housed 
a collection of gilded silver dinnerware that was given 
to the White House in 1957 by France.  We were able 
to peek into the library which was full of portraits and 
sculptures of American Indian leaders.  The library 
also housed a portrait of the architect who designed 
the White House, James Hoban.   
 
Next we walked up the stairs into the East Room 
which is used for large parties and receptions.  Then 
we headed to three color rooms: the green room, the 
blue room, and the red room.  The first room we 
walked into was the green room; it was furnished in 
the style of the Federal period, with many pieces made 
by the New York cabinetmaker Duncan Phyfe.  The 
blue room has furniture from the time of James 
Monroe.  The red room is furnished in the style of 
1810-30.  The red room is one of the four state 
reception rooms at the White House.  Then we went to 
the White House dining room, which seats one 
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hundred and forty people, and is used during formal 
dinner parties for visiting heads of state.  From there 
we made our way to the front hallway, where we 
exited.  Once we left the White House we saw an 
amazing spectacle: on top of the White House there 
were armed operatives wearing bulletproof armor 
guarding the White House, and in the street across 
from the White House there were many people 
expressing their freedom of speech, protesting nuclear 
arms and human rights.  It was a once-in-a-lifetime 
experience.
